It was
very disappointing to spend the money associated with the course only to find that | had to find upwards of 10 additional books to complete the course, buying
or renting as | go along. | could have just as easily found best political textbooks and had the same effect.

Question: Suggest specific changes that the faculty member could make to improve the course, and comment on positive aspects that should be continued

The instructor should definitely reduce the number of books required for the class. | also think that some assignments were given unnecessary more weight in
grade distribution such as the press release. Most of the assignments in this class range between 6 to 12 pages and are usually worth 10 points. However, aone

Taylor page press release was given the same weight of a 6 to 10 page paper. In my opinion, there's no way that a one page press release should be given that much
weight considering the difficulty is considerably less.
